Is Prayer Efficaceous? Part 3
Part of the problem with researching the subject of prayer is in finding a consensus of views which
correspond with what you are trying to say but where the sources are impeccable and in agreement and
fortunately | found in my own archives two separate and extremely detailed essays on prayer which
allowed support to my own views and statements herein. Francis Galton himself had this problem and
guoted two officially recorded views which, in my opinion, were in conflict one with the other.
With regard to the structure and content of prayer there is much agreement among my sources that praye
can be categorised into three distinct categories each of which fills a deep human need.
Intercessioni these are by far the most common and are appeals to God to intercede on our behalf in
cases of illness, economic hardship or other forms of distress. This asks that more time be given to
resolve a situation before it is too late and asks for strength to deal with those consequences when they
finally arrive.
Confessioni these are when we feel compelled to ask forgiveness for our transgressions possibly also
believing that any due punishment may be mitigated. This can be very beneficial from a psychological
point of view.
Praise’ these constitute a major component of prayer and consist of offering thanks and praise for
nothing in return. They are professions of gratitude and awe with a desire simply to be in the presence of
God.
There are certain preconditions for prayer!
Unselfish objectives always ensure that the objective of your prayers is at least partially unselfish.
Do not hurt others’i carefully analyse and find out from within whether what you are seeking would
hurt innocent people.
Humility and confidencei always approach God with a profound sense of humility.
Be frank, honest and operi total honesty with your own sense of justice and fair play.
Attunement i prayer is a matter of attunement and to contact God you must reach into the depths of your
own subconscious. Before making your appeal, meditate and try to elevate your consciousness to the
point where you feel that you have, for the moment, at least partially transcended your present objective

Prayer is a form of communication and, for example, we would not begin a telephone conversation
until we were sure the other person was on the other end of the line and was listening. So too before we
pray, we must have the inner conviction that the necessary contact has been made and that the God wh
rules our destiny is listening.

Finally, another very important topic or principle needs to be thought about:

Not all prayers are answered in His infinite wisdom God does not grant all our requests. From our

finite point of view it may appear that others will also benefit from our requests, but we seldom have that
broad perspective, or overview, needed to see the full consequences of what we ask. Conditions that we
could not possibly foresee could arise to make a harmless request become a destructive one in the futur
When appealing to God we are not always permitted to receive what we think is best for the simple
reason that it may be dangerous to us or others or it could be against our best interests or the interests c
those close and dear toiube grateful that we are protected to some extent from our own folly but that
the sincerity of our appeal i's sufficient to g
Heart always to do what is best for you. o0

The fulfilling of prayer is through personal enlightenment and In answer to prayer we are guided to
ways and means by which we ourselves can accomplish what we desire. We are put in touch with
opportunities here on earth by which we actually bring about the result requested. Even in matters of
health we can be brought into attunement with the minds of others (healers) and our own curative power
can be stimulated to resolve even serious health problems. We cannot and should not ask God to set as
natural Laws on our behalf but we can request the understanding needed to bring about the transformati
we seek.

If we have the means to solve the problem ourselves then we must do so and take the matter to God
only in so far as we request that our actions
humility, sincerity and a complete acceptance

In the next part we will examine the prayers of the noble and illuminated of the past.
