HAPPENINGS 
The following reports are published as information in preparation for the Annual Parochial Church 
Meeting on Sunday 3rd April 
 

Wardenôs report 
Holy Cross wardens continue to ensure that the fabric of the church is kept in good order. During the year 
we have overseen any maintenance and repairs that have been necessary to keep our building warm, 
watertight and safe. This has included ï heating serviced, guttering & roof repairs, a new gate at the top 
of the cellar steps and repairs to the Reredos. We also commissioned our approved architect, Michael 
Drage, to carry out his quinquennial inspection of the building. This highlighted a number of minor 
maintenance items which we will address as time and finances allow. 
 

Magazine editorôs report 
The magazine continues to be well read and received by members of our communities and beyond. We 
print 500 copies a month and distribute either by hand or through a number of the shops in the town. We 
also send out around 50 by email to as far away as Barcelona. We continue to be grateful to our 25+ 
advertisers who see the benefit of our magazine as a way to promote their businesses and services to our 
readers ï their financial contributions to our printing costs means we can continue to provide the 
magazine free to our readers. We are always happy to receive submissions of articles, information and 
events to include and will always do our best to print them. 
 

PCC Secretaryôs report 
The PCC has met 10 times during 2015. This included a joint meeting with St Cuthbertôs, Greenhead 
PCC to discuss items of mutual interest. At each meeting we receive and discuss reports on:- finance, 
building fabric, social committee, events, tourism, deanery & diocesan synod. The PCC continues to 
oversee the life of our Church alongside where it fits within our other community churches (via Churches 
Together in Haltwhistle) and the wider Anglican Church (Hexham Deanery and Newcastle Diocese). We 
are pleased that the Church continues to be used as a venue for community events (concerts, exhibitions, 
meals, etc) as well as the wide range of religious events (Eucharist, Baptism, Wedding, Funerals, 
Christingle, Easter, Remembrance, etc.).

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Churches Together in Haltwhistle 

The Churches of Haltwhistle have been working together since 1996. Small groups from each church 
attend activities throughout the year. Messy Church on a monthly basis & Christian Aid in May. This 
January The Week of Prayer for Christian Unity was hosted by St. Wilfridôs. We had daily prayers at 
11am and a united service on Sunday evening. We have worked together providing frugal lunches in 
Lent for the last few years. This year the Lent lunches are being are being made at Holy Cross by the 
Churches. This year the Lent services have been moved from evening to afternoon. The 3rd one is at 
3.45pm on 2nd March at St Wilfridôs, the 4th at 2.50pm on 10th March at Holy Cross & the 5th at 
2.30pm on 18th March at St Wilfridôs. On Good Friday there is a Procession of Witness to the Market 
Square, from St Wilfridôs via The Methodist Church, followed by hot cross buns and tea/coffee in 
Holy Cross. We have 2 coffee mornings during the year to raise funds to pay our administration 
costs and give donations to good causes. All Church(s) members are welcome at Churches Together 
events. 

PCC Treasurerõs Report 2015 
I would like to start my report by thanking you all, be that members of the 
congregation, citizens of Haltwhistle or the team of people who work hard to keep 
Holy Cross running. 
Over 2015 our income has kept up with our payments. We should end the year with a 
small surplus of some 1% of our income. 
Though the PCC has money invested, it is not available for use by the PCC to pay for 
the everyday costs of running the Church. The money invested is restricted; it can 
only be used for work on the building itself. It has been given to Holy Cross for 
specific purposes and I cannot use it for the day-to-day running of the building e.g. to 
pay the gas and electricity bills. 
The PCC, however, has continued to invest money in the building over the years in its 
endeavors to reduce costs and to increase the use of the building. Having opened up 
the area at the west end of the Church, the PCC, in 2013 invested a significant amount 
of money in the heating system. Capital costs such as this can be paid from restricted 
funds. This means that Holy Cross is now comfortably warm at all times of the year. It 
further means that the Church is available for other activities. 
The PCC has introduced the ôHighlights Rural Touring Schemeõ, which is enjoyed by

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more and more people, and thus increases our income while bringing something new and 
exciting to the community. This year the PCC has invested in a portable stage, which makes a 
big difference to performances in Church. 
The PCC has opened the building for use for coffee mornings, concerts, presentations and 
readings. If you would like to use the Church please do get in touch, the acoustics are great! 
I am not in a position to give you definitive figures yet (I canõt until the External Examiner 
and the PCC have approved them) but we can consider some percentages. 
You will all be sick of me mentioning Gift Aid, but it is important to our income. If you pay 
tax and Gift Aid your donations, we receive back from the Chancellor 25% extra at no cost 
to you. 
We have seen an increase of 7% this year in all giving which tells us of the commitment you 
have all made to Holy Cross this year. 
Our fund raising efforts in 2015 have seen a small reduction of 3% in income.  
Fees that we receive for Funerals and Weddings have increased appreciably this year. 
On a positive note, we have again managed to reduce our administration costs by about 60%, 
but as our admin. costs are not a large part of our budget it is helpful though not significant. 
All in all it has been a good year for us, but we are continually trying to reduce our costs and 
increase the use of the Church. 
This year we received two legacies for Holy Cross amounting to Ã3,000. One of which was 
given for a hymnbook trolley in memory of Chris Farwell and the other towards ôBuilding 
Maintenanceõ from Jean Manning.  
I am sure most of you will have noticed the new hymnbook trolley in Church, which makes the 
storage of hymnbooks and service sheets so much easier. 
With a Grade 1 listed building such as Holy Cross, building maintenance is ongoing and, 
because of the age and nature of the building, expensive. We have spent Ã4,569 on 
maintaining the building this year and we are grateful to Mrs Manning for the Ã2,000 legacy 
she left us. 
For Holy Cross, regular giving is absorbed in ôkeeping the show on the roadõ. This 
involves everyday activities such as paying the parish share, insurance and heating the 
building, repairing the roof etc.

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Who wrote that tune? 
Unless youôve sung in a cathedral or a large parish choir you probably wonôt have come across the works 

of the English organist and composer, William Croft, except that is, for his hymn tunes. 

Although we don't know the exact date of his birth, we do know that he was baptized on 30th December, 

1678, at Nether Ettington, in Warwickshire, and that he became a chorister of the Chapel Royal and a 

pupil & prot®g® of Dr. John Blow, the organist of Westminster Abbey. 

At the age of 22, in 1700, he was appointed organist at St. Anneôs, Soho, and he held that appointment 

until 1712, when he resigned in favour of his deputy, John Isham. 

On July 7th, 1700, William Croft was sworn in as a Gentleman of the Chapel Royal, and on May 25th, 

1704, together with Jeremiah Clarke of ñTrumpet Voluntaryò fame, became joint organist of the Chapel 

Royal. 

On the death of Dr. Blow in 1708, Croft was appointed Organist of Westminster Abbey, Master of the 

Children & Composer to The Chapel Royalðquite a busy man! No wonder he needed a deputy at St. 

Anneôs! 

On July 9th, 1713, Oxford University awarded him the degree of Doctor of Music, taking as his doctoral 

exercise two choral works, one in English & the other in Latin, celebrating The Peace of Utrecht. 

All very interesting, of course, but what about his hymn tunes? 

The ñNew English Hymnalò contains six tunes by Croft, of which the most well known are ñHanoverò, 

which we sing to ñO worship The King all glorious aboveò, ñSt. Anneò, sung to ñO God our help in ages 

pastò, ñBinchesterò, to the words ñHappy are they, they that love Godò, & ñSt. Matthewò, set to ñThine 

arm, O Lord, in days of oldò . 

He died at Bath on August 14th, 1727, but next time you happen to be in London, & fancy a potter around 

Westminster Abbey, you will find him in the North Aisle, where his grave is marked by a memorial.
